1) Treasurer's Report

Gary Theodore reported that as of May 20,
2004 we have $5,757.33 cash in the bank. As
we enter our fifth year, we are in good
financial condition. We have 124 paid
members of which 42 (about one third) reside
outside the US. The split of non-US members
is as follows:

Turkey - 13; UK - 9; Canada - 5; France - 4;
Greece - 3; Germany - 2; Saudi Arabia - 2 and
one each from Australia, Israel, Netherlands
and Switzerland. Our strong showing in
Turkey is due in good part to the hard efforts
of our Turkish Representative Mr. Mahmut
Emirmahmutoglu. Mike Fulford has been a big
help in gathering dues in the UK.
